SEASONAL TIPS 
 

PRUNING 
One of the wonderful features of citrus  trees is their minimal need for pruning. Because 
virtually all wood above the graft on your dwarf citrus tree is potential fruiting wood, you 
donõt have to worry about inadvertently removing productive potential. Our dwarf citrus 
trees tend to stay small when grown in a container, and pruning citrus is really just a matter 
of trimming here, shaping there, to maintain or enhance your treeõs naturally neat shape. 
 
The most important pruning you will do for your 
tree is to remove any suckers that appear. The se 
are sprouts from the rootstock which appear below 
the diagonal graft. Because you want only fruiting 
wood to flourish, you must remove all growth below 
the graft that will otherwise take energy from the 
fruiting wood of your tree.  
 
òSuckeringó, or removing growth below the graft, is 
most commonly needed when trees are young. As 
trees mature, the fruiting wood tends to gain 
dominance; then the need for suckering lessens and 
eventually disappears in most cases.
